
Cultural Inquiry Process (CIP) Diagram: Example 1 - Wayne Zink's CIP Study 
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Note: This diagram 
represents the work 
done by Wayne Zink 
(2001) in the CIP 
study, "Mahmoud's 
Progress." 

After doing Steps 1 
and 2, Zink 
considered all the 
cultural influences in 
Step 3, then selected 
those in CIP question 
3.3 (Mismatches 
between cultures ). 

He read the related 
pages for Step 4: 
"4-Gather alyze 
relevant information, 
as needed"  and 
"4.3-Gathering 
information about 
cultural mismatches," 
to help him gather 
and analyze 
information related to 
CIP question . 

The information he 
gathered supported 
the relevance of 
cultural mismatches 
(CIP question 3.3) to 
his initial puzzlement. 

Zink read the relevant 
pages for Step 5: 
"5-Develop and 
implement 
intervention(s) as 
needed," and 
"5.3-Mismatches seem 
to be contributing to 
the puzzlement.," 
and implemented 
interventions for 
cultural mismatches. 

For Step 6 he 
monitored his 
intervention(s), and 
for ote a 
report about his CIP 
study. 
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Because Ziink examined the cultural influences described in CIP question 3.3, for Steps 
4 and 5 he needed to read only those CIP Step pages relevant to those influences (i.e., 
the general pages for Steps 4 and 5, and pages 4.3 and 5.3). g in this 
diagram represents pages he did not need to read. 
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
